The level of trust of media of the Catalan 
population in media does  not reach 5 out of 
10, neither in the case of traditional media 
(4.6) nor in online news media (4.7).

The Survey on Post- Truth and Conspiracy Theories of the 
Centre ŘΩ9ǎǘǳŘƛǎ ŘΩhǇƛƴƛƽ presents an outlook  in which 
the Catalan population does not trust enough in the 
information provided by the media and  considers that it 
is frequently exposed to fake news, especially through 
social media.

Literacy  Week, CAC and  the  Platform  for Media  Literacy  (PEM) organised  the  
conference  άDisinformation  and  Hate  Speech in Social  aŜŘƛŀέ. Below we present  the  
most  relevant  inputs  of the  conference .   

Å Disinformation is everywhere and has a purpose that is not neutral: 
to manipulate or confuse with certain intentions.

Å 70% of Catalan citizens are concerned about disinformation.
Å Information has been compartmentalised and falsified to offer it tailor - made to 

each consumer. As a result, content conveys ideas that are monolithic, simplistic, 
hermetic and devoid of complexity. 

Å Polarisation favours disinformation processes and there are agents that 
intentionally promote this polarisation. We must break this polarisation and 
give up the illusion of controlling narratives. 

Å Young people are interested in current affairs, but they are informed through 
social media, since they feel detachment towards traditional media and have 
the idea that they control algorithms. 

Å Today, rather than dismantling fake news, the great challenge of journalism is 
to make people believe in news again.

News attention to sexist violence against women

The main Catalan radio stations and television channels devoted around 2.4% of the time of the news to sexist 
violence during 2024, according to a report  by the CAC. Data are similar to  those of the previous study by the 
Catalan Audiovisual Council , in 2021. 

The report also includes partial data from the first seven months of 2025, indicating 1.8%. It should be borne in 
mind that it does not include the news of 25 th November (International Day for the Elimination of Violence against 
Women), which has a significant impact in the media agenda.

Filmin, the  only one of the platforms analysed with registered office in Catalonia, has the widest catalogue in 
Catalan and almost doubles the offer of the other four platforms put together. However, in a few years, all the 
platforms have increased ςto a higher or lower extent ς the number of titles available in Catalan.  

CƛƭƳƛƴΩǎ catalogue is also the only one with a percentage of European work higher than 60%, followed by Prime 
Video. Although the incorporation of original productions in Catalan is still far away, only Filmin reaches 10%, while 
the rest offers more residual percentages.

Between February and November 2025, 
the public listened to podcasts by radio 
stations with a range of contents: news, 
sports, culture, humour, etc.

Catalunya Ràdio was the leading 
generalist station in podcast consumption 
in Catalonia, with a cumulative audience 
of 134,000 listeners. It is followed by 
Cadena SER (96,000) and RAC1 (88,000).

As for musical podcast broadcasting, 
three radio stations reached a cumulative 
audience of 4,000 listeners: iCat  FM, 
LOS40 and Radio 3 . No other music radio 
station exceeded 2,000 listeners of 
cumulative audience of podcasts.
